Our guest speaker for the quarterly meeting on 22 September will be
Mr. Daniel P. Conroy, who is the Director of the USAF F-35 Program,
Washington Operations. Mr. Conroy retired from US Air Force at the rank
of Colonel after 30 years of service. He held the Command Pilot rating
and logged over 3000 fighter hours flying the F-4 and F-16 aircratft.

While on active duty Colonel Conroy served as Commandant of the USAF Weapons
School at Nellis AFB, NV. His last active duty assignment involved developing the USAF
requirements for the Joint Strike Fighter at Air Combat Command, Langley AFB, VA. Prior to
his current job, he was based in Marietta GA, on the Lockheed Martin Business Develop-
ment team for the F-22. He has been in his present position at Washington Operations since
August 2006 as the F-35 business development interface with HQ USAF, the Joint Strike
Fighter Program Office, and Office of the Secretary of Defense.

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Air Force License Plates

The Virginia State AFA is supporting an effort to get our State to authorize and produce specialized

USAF license plates. This license plate will be for all who are serving or have served honorably in the

USAF, including in the ANG or AF Reserve.

A lot of work has already been done. We have received approval from HQ USAF to use the new AF
logo on the plate, we have a sponsor for the legislation and should get the legislation passed this year.
However, the State AFA needs our help. The Virginia DMV requires there be 350 prepaid orders for

the new USAF license plate on file on or before 15 Dec 2010 before they will consider the proposal.

Richmond AFA Chapter 243 is spearheading the effort to collect 350 prepaid orders.

After the joint ceremony the Air Force Chief of Staff accompanied the first class Air Force  cadets
into Memorial Gardens for individual pin-ons. The general addressed the Air Force group as a whole and
then personally administered the Oath of Office to two of the seniors.

The completion of the academic year 2009-2010 and final ceremonial events at VMI mark an end to
cadetship and a beginning as an Air Force officer for 15 cadets from Detachment 880. Assigned to locations
ranging from California to Virginia, the newly commissioned officers will begin training at their assign-
ments within the next several months.
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EC Glass Drill Team Captures 2010 State Title

The EC Glass Air Force JROTC Drill Team squared off with 22 other AFJROTC units from across
the state at the 5th annual Virginia Air Force Association State Championship during the last weekend in
April. When the dust had settled, the Glass Drill Team emerged as the State Champion by defeating 3-time
and defending champion Western Branch High School. Glass put on an impressive show in only their fourth
year of competition by capturing first place in Inspection and Color Guard and placing in the top 7 in every
event. Stronger exhibition routines allowed the team to improve on its 5th-place finish from one year ago.

The state win capped off a terrific year that included wins at the American Legion Western Region
Drill Meet in October and the Bulldawg Drill Meet at CD Hylton HS (Manassas VA) in November. The team
also competed at the Air Force National Drill Championships in Macon GA in March and with their Color
Guard at the National High School Drill Team Championships in Daytona Beach FL in May.

EC Glass Awarded $13,000 in NRA & Perkins Grants

AFJROTC VA-032 from EC Glass High School applied for and was awarded two significant grants to help the
unit improve its programs and curriculum. The NRA awarded the unit a $3000 grant to purchase new air
rifles and miscellaneous training equipment for its air rifle program at the school. Cadets compete in postal
competitions and shoulder-to-shoulder matches against area schools. The unit also received over $10,000 in
federal Perkins funds to buy seven new flight simulators and computers for its Science of Flight curriculum in
addition to marksmanship equipment and compasses. Perkins funds are available to Career Tech programs
and units must submit funding proposals through their local representative and be approved by VA DOE.
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Cadets Hone Skills at Summer Leadership Camps
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Air Force JROTC cadets from EC Glass, William Byrd, William Fleming, Patrick Henry attended the
2010 Mountaineer Cadet Officer Leadership School held in June at Concord University. The area cadets were
part of a cadet group made up of almost 200 cadets from Air Force units in Virginia, Tennessee, Kentucky,
West Virginia, and North Carolina. They participated in sports competitions, leadership challenges, and
orienteering, as well as being graded on daily uniform and room inspections. The aim of the school is to
strengthen their leadership skills and prepare them to assume more responsibility back at their home units.
For the second year in a row Franklin County High School cadets participated in their own summer leadership
school which emphasized group leadership problem solving and outdoor activities.

The Roanoke area cadets made an impressive showing at the camp by capturing the most camp awards
including the Cadet Group Commander, Cadet Jordan Moshkowski from EC Glass, who received the Top
Cadet Staff award.

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CyberPatriot Registration Underway Now

Registration for CyberPatriot, the premier national high school cyber defense competition created by
AFA is now underway. In its third competition season, CyberPatriot is now open to non-JROTC high school
teams, but space is limited, so teams need to register soon. Coaches interested in enrolling their teams should
go to www.afa.org/cyberpatriot. There is a $350 fee per team that covers software and training materials, par-
ticipant Kits, and all travel costs for teams that make it to the final competition. Registration closes on 8 Oct
2010.

The CyberPatriot teams will consist of five students. Practice rounds will be held in September and
October, with the preliminary competition rounds
in November 2010. The final competition will be held in April at the Gaylord National Hotel in Maryland.
